COVID-19 IT’S BACK  
It appears that our school community has a significant outbreak of Covid-19 this week with quite a few 
absences.

The school no longer has free tests available and it is your          
responsibility to purchase them.  Students testing positive to Covid are required to remain at home for 
5 days and can only return when they are symptom free.  Unfortunately some students have been 
attending school unwell which has caused further spreading of Covid.
